Students will be able to explore interactive exhibits, trade industry displays and heavy equipment
demonstrations. Planned activities include hands-on participation with welding, surveying, electrical
wiring, spike driving and drilling.

“Our department is committed to recruiting, retaining and growing a professional workforce and
Construction Career Days provides an excellent venue where Alaska’s future contractors and engineers
can learn about the different career opportunities that are available in today’s construction industry,”
Transportation and Public Facilities Commissioner Pat Kemp said.
